There
are many restaurants to eat Sunday brunch on South Congress.

23.1 1.2 LT  Left on Mary and back to the school

Some Tips:

1. SLOW DOWN! You’re inside city limits. Sight lines are restricted. There are blind

corners.

NEGOTIATE with vehicles! Make eye contact. Wave cars through if necessary.
On busy streets—ride single file! At intersections, it’s OK to pair up to get through
lights and stop signs faster.

Large groups cannot stay together well. Expect to break up into smaller groups.
Watch out for rough spots, glass, and debris in the bike lanes.

Consider taking a bus if you’re tired. Many buses have bike racks in the front.
Enjoy the ride!
